Scholarships: There are at least two candidates who may need financial assitance with there registration fees. After much discussion, it was decided that if a player needs a scholarship, his parents need to contact Mike directly with their need and situation. On future registration forms, we will have a checkbox for anyone who wants to donate to our scholarship fund.  Barb also suggested the possibility of selling buttons at a higher price and use that to help go toward scholarships. It was decided at this time that we just sell the buttons at a little lower price and not mess with trying to use that toward scholarships.
